DATES & EVENTS: Jan, 15, 2010 (Friday) – Training Day
Jan.16, 2010 (Saturday) –KK on Wappayouse

                           Jan.17, 2010 (Sunday) – SL on Wappayouse
In a Bachleda-format race each competitor has 4 runs on a KK Course on Saturday and on single, SL Course on Sunday. The first two runs are on the same course in the AM and the second two runs are on a new course in the PM. A competitor's time is calculated by taking his/her best time from runs one or two and adding it to his/her best time from runs three or four. A detailed explanation will follow.
Sunday: Slalom (E2-K1: 25 mm gates; K2-SR: 27 mm gates)
SANCTION: ACA/Alpine Saskatchewan
HOSTED BY:  Table Mountain Ski & Board Inc.
ELIGIBILITY: SR, J2, J1, K2, K1, E2 (8 - 10 year olds) – FIS, National, or Recreational Cards - Male and Female. 
ENTRY FEE:  $22.50 per day.  Cheques should be made payable to: Table Mountain Ski & Board Inc. and provided at race registration. Race registration will be Saturday, Jan. 16 at 8:15 a.m. in the Table Mountain Chalet. $100.00 refundable bib deposit required (by separate cheque).  Pick up bibs at 8:15 am on Saturday and Sunday at the Chalet.

ENTRIES: Submitted on Sask Cup Race Series entry form spreadsheet file.  Complete all information for club, coordinators, coaches, racers and volunteers – with expected attendance for training and race dates. E-mail completed entry spreadsheet so that it is received no later than 4 p.m. on Thursday, Jan, 7, 2010 to the Race Secretary (Judy Byers at: jbbyers@link.ca). Competitor lists will be distributed to clubs for confirmation. All corrections, scratches, protests, etc. must be received by noon on Wednesday, Jan. 13, 2010. 
LIFT PASSES:  Lift passes will be $18.00 /racer.  Make cheques payable to Table Mountain Ski & Board Inc.  1 complimentary coach’s ticket provided for every 10 racers or portion thereof.  Please indicate the number of lift tickets required each day on entry spreadsheet.

VOLUNTEERS: Clubs are required to supply one volunteer for every 2 racers entered. Volunteers must have completed and submitted CSA/Discipline membership forms to their PSO. Names, work preferences and qualifications (Official Level) are to be submitted with race registration. Note that it may not be possible to accommodate volunteers with their work preferences. The volunteer list must be completed by Thursday, Jan, 7, 2010 and sent with race entries. Each Club must provide a minimum of 2 volunteers to assist during the one day of setup of Friday, Jan. 15th.
